
ORDINANCE 2-84

AN ORDINANCE AMENDING ORDINANCE 4--80 ID mARGE FOR SEWAGE DISrosAL
SERVICES AFTER 'IHE FACT, ID DECREASE ALLCWABLE RECEIPT OF PAYMENT
PERIOD FROM SIXTY DAYS ID THIRTY DAYS AND ID PRESCRIBE SPECIFIC
PRCCEDURES FOR ENFORCEMENT OF COLLECTION OF mARGES FOR SERVICE.

The intent of this Ordinance is to amend Ordinance 4-80 for the purpose of
changing billing procedUres, to bring them into line with a standard procedure of
billing for services after said services have been received; to decrease the allowable
payment period to a standard thirty days and to establish specific procedures for
enforcement of collection of service fees when payment is not received in the manner
pres=ibed. These changes are to set up administrative procedures that will be com­
patible with the billing procedures of other service entities within the Lake Shastina
Ccmnunity Services District with the objective of consolidating billings with these
entities at sane future date.

In consonance with the above, BE IT ORDAINED by the Board of Directors of the
Lake Shastina Ccmnunity Services District, Siskiyou County, California, that District
Ordinance 4--80 be amended as follows:

1. That ARTICLE IV, Section 1. (a) read: The billing period for residential
sewer service clJarges, including surcharges and penalties will be quarterly for services
received the previous three months, beginning October 1, 1984.

2. That ARTICLE IV, Section 3. Payment of Bills, read: Bills shall be rendered
at the end of each billing period and are payable upon presentation, except as otherwise
provided herein.

3. That ARTICLE IV, Section 4. Penalties and Interest, read: Payment in full
for services billed shall be received by the District Office within thirty (30) days
of billing date or be subject to a basic penalty of 10% for nonpayment of the clJarges
within the time and manner pres=ibed. If legal action is undertaken to collect said
clJarges and basic penalty, an additional penalty of Y, of 1% per month on the charges
and basic penalty shall be added as authorized by Government Code 61621.

In the event that any charges by the District rerrain unpaid for a period of
ten (10) days after billing, the General Manager, or any officer of the District, is
authorized, at any time thereafter, to execute, on behalf of the District, a certificate
specifiying the arrount of suclJ clJarges and the name and address of the person liable
therefor, and file the certificate for record with the county recorder of any county.
Fran the time of such recordation, the amount to be paid, together with interest and
penalty, and the ccst of recordation, shall constitute a lien upon all real property
owned by, or thereafter a<X[Uired by, the debtor, or, if full charges and penalties
are not paid within two weeks after written notification, the District may discontinue
sewer service. The amount to be clJarged for renewal of service shall be the District's
actual ccst of discontinuing service plus the estimated cost of reconnection to the
system in addition to all other clJarges, penalties and authorized legal expenses owed
to the District by the owner of the property for which reconnection services are r8:[uested.

To preclude the expense associated with disccnnecting and reconnecting the
sewer system, the owner or resident who is responsible for the payment of the delinquent
account shall be given, in writing, the following options:'

(a) Either to request the Lake Shastina Mutual Water Company to discontinue
water services until all delinquent payments and associated penalties and costs have
been paid, OR

(b) To sign a written agreement to make equal monthly payments that will ensure
the service fees and all associated penalties and costs are paid in full prior to the
ne-xl: quarterly billing. This option can be extended to cover two quarterly billing
periods if mutually agreed upon by the General Manager and the individual accepting
responsibility for the account.
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4. That ARTICLE IV, Section 5. Public Nuisance During Disconnection, read:
During the period of such disconnection, inhabitation of such prEmises by human beings
shall constitute a public nuisance, whereupon -the Board shall cause proceedings to be
brought for the abatement of the occupancy of said prEmises by human beings during the
period of such disconnection. In such event, and as a condition of reconnection, there
is to be paid to the District, in addition to the costs established in Section 4 of
ARTICLE IV, - reasonable attorney fees and cost of suit arising fran said action.
